He thanked SHARP for organizing this event for refugee community in Pakistan and also thanked UNHCR for looking after them during the period of their refuge. The next match between Afghanistan and Pakistan will be played today at the same ground at 4.pm
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SHARP expects that this tournament would prove to be beneficial towards maintaining a cordial relationship among the communities participating in the Tournament despite coming from different Religious backgrounds, Ethnicity and Race. We look forward to seeking the support of the entire nation in this regard in order to express that we, the Pakistanis, are people who truly understand their Religious, Constitutional and International Legal Responsibility towards hosting refugees.
